·  All 11aside hockey will be played on turf at the Trust House Hockey Wairarapa 
Complex, there will be no more games on grass. 

·  11 aside teams will now have the luxury of being able to have a 15 minute warm-
up period prior to each game. 

·  11 aside games can now be played to Hockey NZ regulation standard time. 

a.  Premier hockey  - 35 minute halves (no change) 
b. All senior games – 35 minute halves ( previously 30 mins) 
c. All college games – 30 minutes halves (previously25 mins) 
d. All Primary 11 aside – 25 minute halves ( no change)
